according to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs or Romanian Ministry of Health ordinances and based on the country 

of origin, a quarantine or self-insulating period is required.

- a certificate of COVID-19 vaccination (an EU Digital COVID Certificate) and 

-  a certification of negative result of a PCR test, carried out no later than 72 hours before the arrival. 

■ Any additional and up-dated information will be passed to the sending institutions in due time. 
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
